Junior Darian Schnose (MLS) was named UMAC Runner of the Week in men’s cross 
country following his performance at St. Olaf last weekend. 
 
Schnose was one of three MLC runners to finish in the top 75 in the final standings at a 
meet that featured more than 300 runners. Schnose finished the 8k race in a time of 
27:44. He joins Tiffany Tellock (FVL) as the second MLC runner to earn UMAC 
Runner of the Week honors this season. 
 
The men finished the meet in 15th place out of 20 teams, beating four of the seven 
UMAC schools in attendance.

The football team will be looking to build on last week’s performance at Crown when 
it hosts Northwestern on Saturday in the annual Homecoming game. 
 
The Knights fell behind 25-6 in the first half against the Storm, but came back to pull 
within one score early in the fourth quarter in the 43-33 loss. 
 
Quarterback Matt Olson (SCLHS) completed 13 of 23 pass attempts for 236 yards 
and two touchdowns. He also carried the ball 17 times for 86 yards and one score. 
 
Josh Arndt (SCLHS) and Josh Rathje (Mt. Pleasant MI) each caught touchdown 
passes from Olson, while T.J. Babinec (Luther) and Tim Keller (LPS) each rushed 
for one score. Keller also went over 100 yards for the second time this season.
