The men’s cross country team finished third at the St. Bonifacius Invitational Saturday. 
 
Junior Darian Schnose (MLS) led MLC with a second-place finish overall, finishing in 
a time of 26:50. There were more than 100 runners overall at the event. 
 
Grey Davis (Lakeside), Justin Wilkens (Haymarket VA), and Jonathan Fleischmann 
(Austin MN) each finished inside the top 20. 
 
The Knights will run next at the UMAC Men’s Cross Country Championships on 
October 31. MLC finished second at the event last year. 

 
Maurer Scores Two in Win Over UW-Superior 

 

Junior midfielder Jenna Maurer (LPS) scored a pair of goals to push the women’s 
soccer team to a 3-1 win over UW-Superior on October 17. 
 
The Knights fell behind early in the first half, but Maurer scored two goals just before 
halftime to give MLC the lead heading into the break. 
 
The MLC defense held the Yellowjackets scoreless in the second half, while Hailey 
Johnson (FVL) scored an insurance goal to preserve the win. 
 
Maurer now leads MLC with 11 goals on the season, moving into a tie for fourth 
place in program history with 36 career goals. She has at least nine goals in each of 
the last three seasons for the Knights.
