The Knights held a six-point halftime lead, but the Vikings surged ahead with a big run 
to close the third quarter. MLC answered with an 11-0 run late in the fourth quarter to 
cut the deficit to one, but BLC held on down the stretch to secure the win. 
 
Grace Schultz (FVL) led the team with 21 points, nine rebounds, and four assists. 
Mariah Schoof (MVL) added 12 points, while Jade St. Germaine (LPS) finished with 
10 points and nine rebounds.

The Knights controlled the game early and took a 40-26 lead into halftime, but the Rams 
came back to make things tough in the second half. 
 
Seniors Luke Rothe (LPS), Phil Bunkowske (GPLHS), and Erich Neumann (MLS) 
made big plays in their final games to help the Knights hang on down the stretch and 
combined for 37 points, 20 rebounds, and 10 assists. 
 
Rothe led the way with 16 points, eight rebounds, and seven assists. Bunkowske added
