Jade St. Germaine (LPS) was the high individual finisher with a second place finish in 
the Long Jump, while Rylee Weisensel (MVL) took third in the High Jump and was one 
of three Knights to finish inside the top ten in the Javelin Throw. 
 
Josephine Avery (Shoreland) made her collegiate debut a good one as she set a new 
MLC record in the Hammer Throw with a throw of 32.74 meters. St. Germaine set the 
previous record in that event during the 2016 season.
