The golf teams finished strong at last weekend’s Viking Invite in the final tune-up 
before this weekend’s UMAC Golf Championships. 
 
The women took fifth place, led by Alison Lindemann (LPS). Lindemann finished 11th 
at the tournament with a two-day score of 191, but earlier in the week took first place at 
the UNW Invitational with a career-best round of 86. 
 
The men also took fifth at the Viking Invite. Ethan Jaeger (GPLHS) led the way with a 
two-day score of 167. Stephen Biebert (LPS) shot 81 on Saturday to score the team’s 
lowest round of the weekend. 

 
Football Continues to Roll in 49-21 Win Over CSS    

 

The football team continued its great start to the season with a 49-21 win over St. 
Scholastica on Saturday. The win snapped a seven-game losing streak to CSS and 
was the first MLC win in the series since 2010. 
 
The Knights set a new school record with 477 yards rushing on 78 carries in the 
game. Austin DeNoyer (Lakeside) ran for 178 yards and three touchdowns on the 
way to winning UMAC Offensive Player of the Week honors.  
 
Dan Gensmer (MLS) won UMAC Defensive Player of the Week, and was also 
named to the D3football.com Team of the Week after a career-high three sacks to go 
with a team-best seven tackles. Gensmer is the first MLC defensive player to be 
named to the D3football.com Team of the Week.
