The win snapped a 15-game losing streak and gave 

MLC its first conference win of the season. Rieger had career highs in innings thrown 

(9) and strikeouts (5), and showed true grit to get out of several jams with runners in 

scoring position.

There the junior capped off her week with a ninth-place finish out of 36 runners in the 5K with a time 

of 19:44.60. In the 3000 Meter Steeplechase, Habben matched her school record set last week with 

12:18.99 in the opening heat, but ran a 12:27.08 in the final, which was still good for eighth.
